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My grandchildren recently started in their youth leagues. I
love to bowl. I have been known to have a good time and en-
joy myself. Something always happens to me when I watch
them and the other children bowl. I get such a rush of enthusi-
asm, joy and just a sheer pleasure.

[ have a beginning bowler in the “Pee Wee League”.
Mykaela, age six, gets so excited every time she rolls a ball. It
doesn’t matter whether she hits the bumper, gets a pin or two
or doesn’t hit any pins. She and her new friends get so excited
not only when they get pins but even when the other bowlers
get pins. Their excitement in contagious.

I also have a bowler in the “Newcomers League”. This is the
next step in their bowling career. Learning to roll the ball
without the bumpers and learning lane courtesy are important
parts of this step. Emma, almost eight years old, has not lost her zest for the game. All deliveries bring
excitement.

Megan has met many bowlers during the years of me dragging her and
her sisters in and out of bowling centers. She never mentioned that he was blind. It didn’t matter.

[ met Robert Thomas and he was just what Megan had said. Very interesting, a pleasure to talk to and
pure joy to watch bowl. Robert had a fire at his home shortly after our meeting. He showed up to bowl
even though he had just been released from the hospital. He was told that maybe he should rest and re-
cuperate. His response was one to remember. He stated, “If I did that, I would miss the sound of the
bowling pins crashing together.” He got such pleasure of hearing all the pins crash during the league.

Bowling can be many things to different people. We can all be excited about the sport we love. But,
most of all we should remember to enjoy ourselves and have a great time bowling and meeting new
people!
