SECRETARYõS CHECKLIST 

  

A.  Membership Cards:  

1.   Every bowler, whether regular, substitute or replacement completes a 
membership card.  Membership dues are paid the first time bowling.   
Dues are paid once to the secretary of the first league in which the bowler 
bowls, no matter whether as a regular or a substitute.  The bowler com-
pletes a card every league. 

2. Bowlers may join more than one local association.  A bowler who first 
joins the USBC in Logan, for example, must complete a membership card 
locally and pay a fee of $5.00. 

3. Give each bowler who pays a receipt for their membership fee to keep until they 
receive their USBC card ONLY IF the bowler pays for their card in your league. 

4. Membership cards of returning bowlers are printed.  Be sure each bowler verifies 
their information and makes any needed changes.  If the address is incorrect their 
membership card will be returned via the mail to the association.  If there is a 
change in name or address during the season, complete the òChange of Name and 
Address Formó and send it to the association manager. 

B. Membership Dues Fees: 

1.   Complete the USBC dues worksheet.  Send only checks or money orders.  

2.   Make payable to the: SEOH USBC.  Returned check fee of $30.00 for all returned 
checks.   

3.   USBC Adult membership is $15.00.  An additional $15.00 is required to upgrade to 
sports membership.  An optional $1.00 (women only) can be paid to join the Ohio 
WBA. This is optional but must be paid to bowl in any OWBA sponsored tourna-
ment. (state and/or senior womenõs)  A total of $16.00 would be due to join. 
 USBC Youth membership is $17.00 which includes a jersey.  

4.   Adult membership in more than one association is called an Associate membership, 
the cost is $5.00.  

5. Forward cards and fees to me as you collect them.  Do not hold the cards. DO 
NOT SEND CASH!

C. League Certification Application: 

 1. Due within 30 days of the start of your league.  Complete sections 1-12 of form.  
       Bowling center certification numbers are: Tiki-12190; Lincoln-9732; Starlite-3115;     
  Circle  D-2667; Pickaway -10638; Park Lanes-20820; Scenic Lanes-9949.   

2.   USBC Association name is Southeastern Ohio USBC.  The Association number is 80771. 

3. Mail league certification application to me.  Be sure the following is enclosed:  alpha-
betized membership application cards for every bowler in the league, a check/
money order to cover the membership fees for bowlers who are paying in your 
league and a copy of the league rules.  Check the postage. 

4.   Send to: Joy Kellenbarger, Association Manager, 2026 Lake Rd. SE, Lancaster, OH  
43130. 

D. USBC Achievement Award Program: League bowlers are entitled to receive 

awards they have earned. The secretary reviews the bowlersõ scores weekly to deter-
mine who is eligible for USBC awards.  Complete an application form for award scores 
and return the form as directed.  Return the completed forms within 20 days.  Do not 
hold forms until the end of the season.  High score awards must be signed by the 
bowler.  Complete all information to expedite the processing of the award. 

E. Mid -season Average Report is an alphabetical listing of all regular bowlers and 

substitutes that have bowled in your league this season.  Send a copy of this list showing 
total pins, number of games, average and membership card ID numbers for all bowlers.  
Cut-off date for this report is December 31, 2011 and due to me no later than 
January 10, 2012. 

F. Final Average Report is an alphabetical listing of all regular bowlers and substi-

tutes that have bowled in your league. Send a copy of this list showing total pins, num-
ber of games, average and membership ID numbers for all bowlers.   This is due two 
weeks after the completion of the league or no later than June 1, 2012. Be sure to 
list: officers for next season with their addresses and telephone numbers on back 
of the final average sheet for the fall mailing. 

G.  Changes in the league schedule or changes in league officers must be reported 
to me.
